PROFILE—MARGARET JEFFREY

West NSW where she grew up with three sisters and started 

school by correspondence. They returned to Sydney where she 

completed her schooling without any affects of correspondence 

studies. She started nursing at the Children’s Hospital in 1945 and 

her father went back into the army and served at the Cowra 

prisoner of war camp. Margaret and her sisters looked after her 

mother who was not well.

They moved to Clifton Springs in January 2000 after Athol had 

his first stroke; choosing the area because it was at the top of the page and the agent immediately 

returned the call. Margaret didn’t get the type of house she wanted but was very happy with the result. 

After Athol’s death in 2008 she moved closer into Drysdale with a smaller house to look after. Margaret 

was raised as a Presbyterian but changed to Methodist when she married. Her reasons for attending 

church are the friendships that develop and the reminder of the bible stories, especially from the Old 

Testament that tell of the importance of being a Christian. She believes messages about forgiveness 

make us remember how we should live. Margaret is a member of the RSL Ladies group and maintains 

friendship with people  elsewhere by telephone. She is a dedicated member of our congregation.
