
PROFILE— SUSAN DUNCAN 
 
Susan was born in Mildura—her parents had a soldier settlement property in Red Cliffs 
producing dried fruits. She attended Red Cliffs Primary School and then Mildura High 
School with one brother and two sisters. Her grandparents were pioneers of 
the Red Cliffs region following World War I.  Susan undertook nursing training 
in Mildura and then Bendigo followed by midwifery training in Melbourne and 
Bush Nursing in Edenhope. She went off to Scotland to work and do further 
training and was like the nurses in “Call the Midwife” TV show—except she got 
to use a car instead of a bicycle.  She then went to Oxford and started working 
winters to holiday in the summer. In 1970 she returned to Australia and did 
Maternal and Child Health work around Victoria including 26 years at 
Gladstone Park for the then City of Broadmeadows. She retired in 2003 to look 
after her parents having previously built a house next door in 1991 in Clifton 
Springs. In recent years she was the full-time carer for her mother putting all of 
her training into practice for family. Sadly her mother Nesta passed away in 
2016 before her 100th birthday this year. Susan attended Presbyterian Sunday 
School and church until coming to Clifton Springs when she joined Drysdale UC. She has attended Scots 
Church in Melbourne since 1963 and still gets to some of their services now. Susan says she goes to church 
because it is a part of life—she goes because she wants to go, not because she has to. She fills in her time 
with gardening (three house blocks), is a member of the Garden Club and a keen reader.
