JustUpdate – Labour hire licensing
Some good news following on last month’s JIM article on modern day slavery:

Labour hire businesses have been notorious for ripping off people working as cleaners or on farms, sometimes in situations that constitute human trafficking and slave labour. The Victorian Government has recently managed to get through the Parliament a bill to licence labour hire businesses in Victoria. This will make it harder for such exploitation to occur and easier for people exploited by labour hire businesses to hold these businesses to account. It will also help good employers to survive in competitive markets. The Bill was supported by the Greens and Independent MP Rachel Carling-Jenkins. She voted for the Bill after discussions with our JIM unit, which has been pressing for action to curb this abuse of vulnerable workers. Dr Carling-Jenkins has received criticism for supporting the Bill. It would be good if we can show her there are people in the community who support her action to help end the exploitation of people in insecure work.
