Comments on today's lectionary from Ministry Matters
At first glance, these readings don't set forth one overarching theme. But the issue of ministry is woven throughout. Jesus' understanding of his ministry, articulated at its beginning, echoes the grand themes of the law, which are celebrated in both the Nehemiah and Psalms texts. Ministry calls for many types of people and gifts, but all these are joined together as the body of Christ, as Paul affirms in 1 Corinthians. We are bound together by the gift and the precepts of the law, which guide our understanding and practice of ministry.
