John married Dorothy in 1965 and they built a house in Lalor and raised two children, Cameron and
Suzanne, with three grandchildren coming. Grandson Shaun passed away about five years ago after
issues follow a heart transplant. He wrote a book titled “Awesome Ride” of his experience. The other
grandchildren live in Singapore.

John and Dorothy moved to their holiday house at Skene’s Creek on
retirement before coming to Clifton Springs. John has been an avid
lawn bowler and is a keen fisherman; he follows instructions in
respect of the garden.
