Comments on the Lectionary from Seasons of the Spirit 
Many Protestant denominations celebrate the Transfiguration of Jesus on the Sunday preceding Lent. The revealing of Jesus’ glory marks the end of Jesus’ ministry in Galilee and the beginning of his journey toward Jerusalem. Mark describes Jesus’ transfiguration and, with the disciples, we sense the sacred moment; we will see things in a new way from this time forward. This week, we also catch Elisha’s vision of the sacred as Elijah is caught up to heaven; and with Paul and the psalmist, we give thanks that God’s light shines forth through us. 


We hear of your divine voice, transforming God, and hope for new and deeper understandings of the ministries to which you call us. As we inherit the mantle of ministry from those who have preceded us, may we experience a broader understanding of what it means to be disciples of the Christ.
